2 (6”) squares of one of the following to use as a stabilizer: craft felt, wool or wool 

blend felt, flannel, or thin cotton batting 

 

Assorted thread types in black, white, gray, and/or up to two accent colors 

 

Photograph that features a selection of interesting textures (you many want to print 

it out as a black and white image) 

 

Crewel embroidery needles in sized #5 and #3 

 

Fabric-safe washable or disappearing marker or pencil 

 

Journal/sketchbook/loose paper 

 

Pencils/markers for sketching 

 

Thicker yarn or thread for couching stitch (optional) 

 

Pins to pin fabric to stabilizer
